Referral Agencies

A direct referral from our partner agencies is the 
most efficient way to meet the needs of the 
client. Sharia’s Closet is connected to the 
community through a network of schools and 
service agencies. They can complete and submit 
an online Emergency Clothing Request Form on 
a client’s behalf.

What you need to know when submitting an 
online referral:

• All referring organizations/clients must provide a 
phone number and e-mail to be notified about 
their request’s status.

• Please submit only one Emergency Clothing 
Request per person. (example: A mother and a 
child will need to submit two separate requests).

• All emergency clothing requests are subject to 
availability.

• Be as detailed as possible in regards to clothing 
preferences ( sizes, color, fabrics, styles)  .

• All Emergency clothing requests must be picked 
up within two (2) business days after notification 
from Sharia’s Closet.
